What could improve performance

Suggested strategies for improved performance might include:

o Practise answering a range of questions to be able to advance the conversation.

E.g. No, quest’anno non ho un lavoretto perché devo studiare molto, MA I'anno
prossimo ... Mi piacerebbe lavorare come... perché...
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o Ensure adequate preparation for the conversation with relevance and depth. {i( :TH‘LL

What could improve performance

Suggested strategies for improved performance might include:

o Choose an appropriate subtopic to suit ability and interests.

Subtopics that focus on one element can be difficult to explore in depth for some students.

Students should choose to explore a single element embedded in a wider context:

E.g. not just ‘Nutellad’, but ‘Made-in-Italy with a focus on Nutella’.

o Choose an image that supports discussion.
Images should include a number of elements to support different ideas of the discussion.

Images that represent one single object or are decontextualised are quite restrictive and
often can’t support students in exploring their subtopic in depth.

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o Avoid listing facts without expressing a point of view 3

o Practise describing the relevance of the image to the subtopic.

Suggested strategies for improved performance might include:

o Avoid relying on pre-learnt responses that do not address an assessor’s question.

o Revise grammar, for accuracy and range:

* Definite / Indefinite articles;

* Noun / Adjective agreements;
